The Back to Education Initiative (BTEI) aims to increase the
participation of young people and adults with less than upper second
level education in a range of flexible learning opportunities. We

provide tuition that prepares participants for re-entry into the
workplace with updated skills and knowledge and a recognised
qualification. The overall aim is to give people an opportunity to
combine a return to learning with family, work and other
responsibilities.

Courses are available morning time, afternoons and also at night
time. Classes are usually 3.5 hours and learners have a social break
during class.

Most classes start in September and we have a week break for all
courses during Halloween (31st October 2016 to 4th November 2016).
We also take a break at Christmas and most classes will break on the
week-ending Friday 16th December 2016. For those who wish to
continue their studies in 2017, centre reopen on Monday 9th January
2017.

All of the awards advertised here are Minor Awards (part of a Major
Award leading to a major gualification in a vocational area). Learners
who wish to progress to a Major Award and continue their studies will
have the option to complete a major qualification through BTE.

The National Framewark of Qualifications (NFQ)
isaten-level system

(1-10) giving an academic or vocational value to
qualifications obtained in Ireland.

NFQ levels help indicate how an award can be
used for training, education and employment
opportunities (see fan diagram above).

Each level is based on nationally agreed
standards of what a learner is expected to
know and be able to do after receiving an
award.

NFQ serves several purposes.

W Itensures awards obtained in Ireland are
quality-assured and recognised
internationally

M Itis part of a system for comparing Irish
and international awards

W It supports lifelong learning by recognising
knowledge and skills within a comparative
framework even if they are not recognised
by a formal award

M It provides a system of establishing
eligibility in learning processes for access,
transfer and progression

W It recognises awards made by professional
bodies (see Qualifications Recognition
Service below)

NFQ is linked to similar framewaorks in Europe.
This helps people considering employment or
study opportunities outside Ireland.

There are two qualifications frameworks at
European level:

1. The Framework for Qualifications of the Eu-
ropean Higher Education Area also known
as the 'Bologna Framework'. This deals with
higher education awards (NFQ 6-10)

2. The European Qualifications Framework
(EQF), which deals with all NFQ levels in-
cluding schools, Further Education and
Training, and Higher Education

QqQl offers a free Qualifications Recognition
Advice Service for those seeking guidance on
the academic recognition of awards obtained
outside the Irish system. We have also
developed a system for professional bodies to
have their awards recognised in the NFQ.

Social Welfare Payments

In general those in receipt of a Social Welfare
Payment can attend BTEI classes without it
affecting their payments. However, you are
advised to contact your local DSP Office to
discuss your individual circumstances. IFYOU
ARE IN RECEIPT OF A SOCIAL WELFARE PAYMENT,
YOU MUST NOTIFY THE DSP (Department of
Social Protection) BEFORE STARTING ON A
COURSE. BTEI eligible participants can avail of
the above QQI (FETAC) accredited courses FREE
OF CHARGE, however you will not receive any
additional payment in respect of your
attendance.
