We are people with a love of creation. This week — try
this, take a walk and try to experience the world as if you have never
seen it before. Look at a forest, first see how green it is and then take
time to enjoy all the different shades of green. A walk in a local park or
even your garden will be the same. We must build our love of creation
to keep us strong in our care for creation. We care for what we love.

Huge islands of plastic on
the surface of the ocean. The mess after gigs, concerts or even a few
hours in the park. The earth cries to us for care. Maybe our storms and
change of weather can serve as a reminder of our duty of care.
